The Admissions team may accept other qualifications as are deemed to be acceptable in lieu of the
specified in this document, we may use UK ENIC and UCAS calculator for the evaluation.

All applicants are required to provide as follow before the starting date of the course:

* Copy of a valid passport (and VISA documents if applicable)
* True copy of final school/test certificates plus certified translation (if applicable)
* Signed offer form (and CAS preview if applicable)
